Year 3/4 Autumn 1 Parent Topic Leaflet - Roman Invasion

Have you ever wondered who the Romans were? How did the Romans conquer different parts
of the world? What was it like to be a Roman? This half term, we'll be finding out: Who were
the Romans? We will be discussing why the Romans invaded Britain and comparing how the
Romans' lives are different from our lives today. Using different source materials, we will
investigate the Roman Empire and read Roman numerals.

History We will gain an overview of the history of Roman Britain, including the main
events of the period and the way in which Britain changed as a result.

Key vocabulary:

century A period of one hundred years.

BC Before Christ, used to show that a year or century comes before the year in which Jesus
Christ is thought to have been born.

AD Anno Domini, indicating how many years have passed since the birth of Jesus.
empire An extensive group of states or countries ruled over by a single monarch.
military The armed forces of a country.

centurion | A commander of a group of 100 Roman soldiers.

conquer To overcome and take control of people or land using military force.

invade Enter a place or land with the intention of occupying it.

gladiator | A gladiator was an armed combatant who entertained audiences in the Roman Republic.
